Entry Fee: The entry fee is $20 for up to three submissions. You may include two views (one detail) with each submission, for 3-D work, please include this additional view. Applicants may send up to 6 photos total.

Important:  Keep a copy of your Entry Form.  If your art is selected for this exhibition, you will need to include a copy in the shipping box or when you hand deliver it.

2) Include with your entry form:  A CD with your JPG/JPEG photos.  Each JPG/JPEG file should be best quality available. Write your name on the disk using a sharpies type marker.

Name your JPG/JPEG file as follows:  Lastname,Firstname_NameofArtwork.  For example:  “Edwards,Dot_BugleBoy”

3) Entry fee:  Check or Money Order Accepted. Entry fee is $20 for up to three (3) submissions with detail views.
4) Attach a short artist statement, history or resume with your entry.

Artists will be responsible for paying the shipping charges to IMA address and for return of your art (if applicable). Artwork should be ready for hanging or installation at the time of delivery.  Wires and rigging mechanisms should be safe, secure and able to hold the weight of the piece.  No wires should be showing above top edge of work. 
PLEASE NOTE: If work is not properly rigged and ready for display, or differs from work shown in images submitted, work will NOT be accepted.


Work must be delivered to IMA, at the address above, between Friday, June 23rd and Friday, June 30, 2006.  Late deliveries will not be accepted.

Please keep in mind: IMA hours of operation are Wednesday- Friday, noon to 6:00 p.m. and Saturday- Sunday 10 am – 6 pm for all deliveries.  

If you are shipping your work, you should provide us with your shippers name and a tracking number.   You may email this information to Dot@Instituteofmosaicart.com. You must ship in containers with packaging suitable for re-use.  The IMA will take every care with unpacking your artwork so the shipping containers are reusable. Important:  Include a copy of your Entry Form in the shipping box.

Bashezo Brown:  Bashezo Brown is a veteran mosaic artist and tile setter born and raised in inner -city Philadelphia. She studied at the Moore College of Art, and later learned the tile setting trade and mastered mosaic techniques. Brown has done professional mosaic installations in private and public spaces. Her fine art has been shown and sold in galleries, performance spaces, cultural centers and other locations nationwide, including: The Painted Bride Gallery, The Print Club Gallery , Group Motion Space, Route One Gallery, Pro Arts Gallery, La Pena Cultural Center and The Mission Cultural Center.

Donna Billick: Donna Billick is a master mosaic artist, and sculptor who uses the mediums of mosaic, terrazzo, cement, ceramic and stone, to create powerful large-scale public artworks. For over twenty-eight years, Billick has integrated art into more than 600 community sites -- from railway stations to courthouses --around the world. Some of Billick's recent California installation sites include: Frank Ogawa Plaza, Oakland City Hall, The Millbrae BART Station, The San Francisco Airport, The Sacramento Zoo and The Meadowview Light Rail Station. Donna Billick has also exhibited her work in private galleries and museums nationwide. She is an active member of the professional mosaic community and on the board of the Tile Heritage Foundation.

Dorothy Edwards: Dorothy Edwards (aka Dot) began mosaicing in 1982 but became seriously involved in using this medium since year 2000. Dot has experiences in metal casting, ceramics and some glass fusing. Dot is a member of the Society of American Mosaic Artists (SAMA), the owner of the Mosaic_California Yahoo group and a juried member of EBSQ Plus.  Currently Dot’s mosaics are available at the Phoenix Gallery in Sacramento. Dot teaches beginners mosaic classes through the City of Sacramento's community centers and the Michaels stores – focusing on the mosaic as an artform. 

Laurel True:  Laurel True is a Bay Area artist specializing in ceramic tile, glass and mixed-

media mosaic works. True has been working in mosaic media for over fifteen years. Her studio, True Mosaics Studio, is based in Oakland, California and specializes in architectural mosaic installations for commercial and residential spaces, mosaic murals, sculptural forms and benches, and public art.

True is the founder and director of Institute of Mosaic Art in Oakland where she is an instructor and lecturer, and owner of Mosaic Studio Supply.

True received her bachelor’s degree from University of Wisconsin in African Art and Cultures and has studied at Studio Arte del Mosaico in Ravenna, Italy, Universite Chiek Anta Diop, Dakar, Senegal, Parsons School of Design and the Art Institute of Chicago. She has been a guest presenter at California College of the Arts, Ghana College of Art and Design and New Orleans School of Glass.  She has been featured on HGTV and KQED’s SPARK and in many print publications and media including Mosaic Techniques and Traditions (Sterling) and Mosaic Art and Style (Rockport)
